World Youth Day

There are remarkable features of the kingship of Christ. First of all
Jesus acknowledges before Pilate that He is a king: When Pilate said:
“You are a king, then!” Jesus answered, “You are right in saying [ am
a king. In fact, for this reason | was born, and for this | came into the
world, to testify to the truth. Everyone on the side of truth listens to
Me.” (John 18:37) But He emphatically makes it clear that He is
setting up a different kind of kingdom: “My kingdom is not from this
world. If My kingdom were from this world, My followers would be
fighting to keep Me from being handed over to the Jews. But as it is,
My kingdom is not from here” (John 18:36). Earlier on, He had
rejected being made a king according to the standard of the world:
Jesus, aware that they meant to come and seize Him to proclaim Him
king, withdrew again to the hills by Himself” (John 6:15). We could
deduce the following salient points from the celebration of Christ the
Universal King:

» Christ is the king of the world and not Satan.

* The kingship of Christ lasts from age to age.

* His kingship is characterised by profound humility and selfless
service.

* Christ is above every president, king or leader because He is all and
inall.

« Christ is not just the king of the universe but also the king of all
hearts that are loyal to Him.

* All who occupy the position of leadership, including parents,
teachers and preachers have much to learn from the leadership style
of Jesus.
